Europe. Leon Hebvabny, a rather eccentric, talented and also a bit effeminate PR manager
does his best to clean up the image of the ,meat factory” as the stench and howl from the
place make the people of Prague angry. Leon is approached by employees of a certain Mr.
Axmann from the North who wants to cooperate with the abattoir and asked to put in his
word.
